Bylaws

Revised October 2004

Article I-Name and Purpose

Section 1. Name. The name of this Association shall be Imagery
International.

Section 2. Purpose. The purposes of this Association shall be:

a) To foster fellowship, enhance communication, encourage personal and
professional development, provide educational support, and establish a
forum for individuals whose common bond is interest in the practice and
expanded use of Imagery for the enhancement of health and well-being.

b) To develop, teach, foster, and broaden the awareness and use of Imagery
in support of innate personal healing.

Article II-Membership

Section 1. General. Any person who shares a commitment to foster the
purposes of the Association shall be eligible for membership.

Section 2. Types of Membership. The Association shall include four types of
membership: professional, student, associate, and honorary.

Section 3. Requirements for Membership

a) PROFESSIONAL. The member must have completed a professional
imagery training program with a didactic and a supervised one-on-one
practicum. The Imagery training shall center on client-generated imagery
that is primarily non-directive and interactive in nature. Acceptance of
training programs for the professional member will be approved by the
current Board of Directors of Imagery International.

b) STUDENT. This membership is open to any full or part time student
engaged in the study of the use of Imagery in the healing arts.

c) ASSOCIATE. An associate member need not be in a training program, or
be a trained Imagery professional, but must subscribe to the purpose of the
Association. He or she may not vote or hold office.

d) HONORARY. A member to whom the Association’s Board of Directors
extends special recognition in honor of their service to the field of Imagery.
Honorary members do not pay dues.

Section 4. Sustaining Member. Any person who qualifies for one of the
above types of membership and makes a substantial financial contribution to
the Association will be eligible for the designation "Sustaining Member."
Section 5. Loss of Membership. A person's membership may be terminated
by action of the Board of Directors for failure to pay dues or for behavior not
in keeping with the stated purposes of, and requirements for membership in,
